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  Enbridge Gas Distribution - Van Pool Rider Agreement

FOR VALUE RECEIVED (receipt of which is acknowledged), I
 agree to participate in the Enbridge Van Pool Program (the “Program”) subject to the following terms and conditions:

A.
Enbridge’s Obligations:

1.
General

Enbridge Gas Distribution Inc. (“Enbridge”) will provide:  
a) the van to be used by employees who are participating in the Program (each a “Participant”) for the Program (the “Van”); 
b) regular maintenance of the Van upon delivery of the Van to Enbridge’s Fleet and Equipment Department; 
c) an Enbridge Vehicle Driver Training Program (the “Training Program”) for the Participants who will drive the Van (a “Van Pool Driver”); 

d) another *Enbridge vehicle to any *Participant to travel home in the event of an emergency or unavailability of the regular Van Pool vehicle, or a taxi ride home; (Taxi Chits are available in each Van); and  
e) license plates, annual renewal stickers and copies of the vehicle registration, Fleet Driver Handbook and proof of insurance for the Van.

I understand that Enbridge will not have any obligations in connection with the Program other than those included in this agreement. 

2.
Insurance

Insurance provided by Enbridge will cover: 
a) all Participants who comply with the terms of this Agreement, including those who participate in the Training Program and who remain duly licensed and who submit an up-to-date Driver's Abstract to Enbridge; and 
b) the use of the Van in accordance with this Agreement with regard to: 
- third party liability (death or injury to persons or damage to their property); 
- accident benefits; and 
- loss or damage to the Van.

Insurance provided by Enbridge will not cover:  
a) any violations of law (for example, speeding tickets, parking tickets, other violations of the Highway Traffic Act or criminal liability); 
b) any use of the Van which is not in accordance with this Agreement; 
c) any driver who is not a Participant; 
d) any Participant who does not comply with this Agreement.

B.
My Obligations
3.
Fees

I agree to pay: 
a) a monthly payment in advance of the applicable month. The payment represents the total monthly lease, maintenance cost, fuel, administration and related miscellaneous costs of the Van (less any applicable subsidies that may be provided by Enbridge) and which is to be divided equally between all Participants. I understand that once such payment has been made, I will not be entitled to any refunds or pro-rated amounts for any days, including vacation or absent days, when I do not use the Van; 
b) an equal share of all Hwy 407 Transponder costs (if applicable) incurred as a result of the Van being used whether or not I use the Van at those times; 
c) all fines or tickets issued to me personally when due; 
d) all fines or tickets issued while I am driving the Van when due; and 
e) reimburse Enbridge upon request for any payments such as those set out in subsections (b), (c) and/or (d) of this section 3 that Enbridge makes on my behalf (collectively, the “Fees”).

I agree that if I do not pay any of the Fees when due, Enbridge shall have the right to suspend or end my participation in the Program. 

4.
Use and Availability
I understand that in exchange for my payment of the Fees, I may use the Van during the Term for the exclusive purposes of: 
a) travelling to and from work at the times and from the locations set out in the Timetable attached (the “Timetable”) in accordance with this Agreement;  and
b) refueling  the Van;
I acknowledge and agree that the daily operation of the Van is dependent upon the availability of Van Pool drivers and that there may be occasions when the Van may not be able to operate due to reasons such as vehicle breakdown, inclement weather, road closures, no available Van Pool Driver due to illness, vacations, etc.
In the event that I am required to stay late without notice, I understand that it is the responsibility of my department to pay my way home. I agree to arrange my own transportation if I receive prior notice (no less than a business day’s notice) that I am required to stay late. 
5.
Assignment 

I may arrange for a substitute rider (“Substitute Rider”) to use my seat while I am on vacation or absent as long as: 
a) the Substitute Rider enters into a Substitute Rider Agreement and submits such Agreement to Barbara Thurgood or to the current Van Pool Administrator prior to riding in the Van. I understand that the Substitute Rider may not drive the Van.  I agree that any payment for the seat shall be negotiated between the Substitute Rider and myself and I will still be responsible to Enbridge for all Fees for that month, including those incurred by the Substitute Rider while using my seat.  I also promise to notify the Van Pool Administrator of any Agreements that I enter into regarding my seat and ensure the Substitute Rider Agreement is executed by the Substitute Rider. 
6.
Term

I understand that I may participate in the Program on a month-to-month basis unless my participation is suspended or ended earlier by Enbridge.
7.
Responsibility of the Van Pool Driver: 

If I choose to become a Van Pool Driver, I agree to:  
a) drive the Van on a rotating basis as agreed to with other Participants;

b) provide Enbridge with an up-to-date copy of my Driver’s Abstract from the Ministry of Transportation of Ontario and Class-G driver’s license; 
c) complete the Training Program in advance of driving the Van;
d) keep my Driver’s License in good standing;
e) inform Enbridge immediately if my Driver's License is suspended, revoked or expires;
f) adhere to the Fleet Driver Handbook which will be kept in the Van and EGD’s Transportation policy;
g) refrain from using a cellular phone while driving the Van;
h) return the Van to the Enbridge’s Fleet and Equipment Facility at Victoria Park Centre as soon as possible upon notice from Enbridge including but not limited to, any requests for service and maintenance, etc;
i) take all reasonable steps to take care of and secure the Van while it is in my care and control;
j) ensure the Van is fuelled using Natural Gas as often as possible for the purpose of keeping fuel costs low;
k) in case of an accident, follow the procedure set out in Section “E” of the Enbridge Transportation Policy (September 2004 as amended from time to time) and which is accessible on eSource;
l) inform Enbridge's Fleet and Equipment Department if the Van is not in good working order; 
m) contact a back-up driver and not drive the Van if I am unable to drive for any reason whatsoever; and 

n) abide by all applicable laws and regulations. 
I agree not to: 
I. operate the Van while impaired in any way, including and without limitation, by alcohol, illegal drugs, medication or medical conditions which could in any way affect my ability to operate a motor vehicle; 

II. operate the Van without a valid Class-G Driver’s license; 

III. operate the Van in a race, speed test or for any illegal trade or transportation; and
IV. permit any individual who is not a Participant to drive the Van.

8.
Conduct

I agree to comply with the Van Pool Guidelines attached to this agreement (the “Guidelines”).  If a dispute arises among or between Participants, I understand that Enbridge will not be responsible for settling such disputes or enforcing the Guidelines between the Participants. 

9.
Termination

a) I agree to advise Barbara Thurgood or the current Van Pool Administrator if I wish to stop participating in the Program at least 30 days to the end of the month, prior to my planned end date. By way of example only, in the event that I give notice on March 15, I shall be entitled to participate in the Program, subject to the other terms of this Agreement, until April 30. 
b) Notwithstanding subsection 13(a) herein, I understand and agree that Enbridge has the right to end my participation in the Program or the Program itself at any time, at its sole discretion, effective immediately upon notice to me. Upon such termination, Enbridge shall refund any monthly payment made in advance for the remaining part of the applicable month. 

10.
Indemnity

I hereby release and hold harmless Enbridge, its parent companies, affiliates and subsidiaries and any of their directors, officers, employees, agents or contractors from any and all fees, expenses, fines, liabilities, losses, claims or demands for damages (including reasonable legal fees) whatsoever incurred, arising from or by reason of: 
a. my failure to comply with this Agreement; 
b. my use or non-use of the Van; and 
c. my participation in the Program. 

I understand that if I do anything to negate the insurance coverage provided by Enbridge (set out in section 2, I will be solely responsible for all damages, claims, losses, liabilities, fees, fines or expenses arising from such actions. 

11.
Limitation of Liability 

I ACKNOWLEDGE THAT Except as expressly stated herein, ENBRIDGE makeS no representations or warranties, expressed or implied, with respect to the operation of the VAN.  without limiting the foregoing, all implied warranties or merchantability or fitness for a particular purpose are expressly excluded. EXCEPT TO THE EXTENT THAT SUCH damages or personal injury is covered by the insurance described herein in no event shall ENBRIDGE be liable to ME for any losses or damages incurred by ME or any other party ARISING IN CONNECTION WITH OR resulting from THE VAN OR THE use of the VAN, including without limitation any Direct, INDIRECT, SPECIAL, PUNITIVE, consequential or incidental damages or any loss of profits.
12.
Personal Information

I agree that Enbridge can collect, use and disclose my personal information to co-ordinate, administer and make decisions with respect to the Program.

I agree to provide my current phone number(s) so that a Participant Contact List can be kept current by a designated Participant.  Revised copies must be provided to all Participants and to Barbara Thurgood or the current Van Pool Administrator, for Contact and Insurance purposes.

C.
General Provisions
13.
General

(a)
Amendments: I agree that Enbridge may make changes to this Agreement at its sole discretion from time to time, with any such changes taking effect upon fifteen (15) days’ notice to me of the relevant changes and that all changes to this Agreement must be in writing.  Enbridge agrees to make reasonable efforts to consult with me prior to making such amendments.

(b)
Governing Law: This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the Province of Ontario and the laws of Canada applicable therein.

(c)
Survival: The following sections shall survive termination of this agreement - sections 3, 10, 11, 13 (a) and 13(b).

GUIDELINES

Most carpoolers agree that the good company of their fellow carpoolers is a benefit that they really enjoy and hadn’t anticipated. Agreement on a few simple points will ensure that the Van Pool stays a happy, successful one. Although these points seem to be just common sense and common courtesy, there are a few specific rules to consider.

Don’t Be Late

Nothing can disrupt a carpool faster than chronically late riders. We, the Participants, will establish a time schedule and pick-up points and we will agree on how long the Van should wait for late Riders (i.e. 5 minutes).

No Stopping – Anytime!

The golden rule of carpooling! Our commute together serves only one purpose – to travel to and from work. Save your trips to the grocery store for the weekend and pick-up your dry cleaning on your lunch break.

The Back Up Plan…

Ensure there is a Back Up Plan (the “Plan”) due to Inclement Weather, Vacations, Illness, Road Closures and that everyone knows the Plan and has a copy of the contact information for all riders.  (This Contact List should include the Participants’ home, work or cell phone numbers and  contact numbers for the pool vehicles and taxi companies for emergencies).  Participants are responsible for arranging their own transportation if the Van cannot run for these reasons.  
What happens when a Passenger goes on vacation?

See Section 5 – Assignment - of the Agreement.
What happens when a driver is sick or goes on vacation?

If the driver is sick or goes on vacation, one of the backup drivers takes over the responsibilities.  Substitute Riders will not be permitted to drive the Van.

What happens if I want to stop Van Pooling?

See Section 9 – Termination - of the Agreement.
As a driver, am I permitted personal use of the Van?

No, the driver cannot use the Van/car for personal use.   See Section 4 – Use and Availability - of the Agreement.  
What are the responsibilities of a Van Pool driver?

See Section 7 – Responsibility of the Van Pool Driver - of the Agreement. The Driver ensures the vehicle is fuelled preferably with Natural Gas, kept clean, brought to the VPC Garage for regular servicing and safely drives the Van Pool group to and from work. 

Are pets allowed in the EGD Van Pools?

Only if they are registered Seeing Eye Dogs or Dogs that provide other medical assistance. 
How much does it cost to be in the Enbridge Van Pool?

Individual fares will vary depending on ridership.  This fare is subject to change depending on applicable costs and number of occupants.  Fees applicable to Substitute Riders will be determined by the applicable Participant and Substitute Rider.

The Little Things…..

Sometimes it is the little things that make a big difference. Consider the close proximity of your Van Pool partners before applying perfume or cologne in the morning. Many people are highly sensitive to certain smells and can become extremely uncomfortable or ill.

Use common sense when making seating arrangements - big people in the front, smaller people in the back. Decide on radio use and other concerns before you start Van Pooling.  Smoking is prohibited in Enbridge Company Vehicles.
