FUEL: Why are we not using more CNG?
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Ethanol is a desirable fuel, even though its production requires more energy to produce than it produces and drives the price of corn, along with other food products, into the stratosphere. 

Biodiesel is desirable, but it can't be produced at a price that allows it to be affordable (example: the plant in Grays Harbor County that has closed). Cap and trade may be on the way, although it will drive our energy costs out of sight. Meanwhile, we have some of the largest reserves of natural gas on the planet. 

CNG (compressed natural gas) is being used to fuel cars and light trucks by Puget Sound Energy and is used by Metro Transit and Pierce Transit. It burns cleaner than ethanol or biodiesel, is much less expensive to produce than ethanol or biodiesel and is abundant in our country. CNG is an extremely clean fuel, with very low undesirable emissions, and the technology is already in use; no research required. 

All that is required is common sense by our politicians and environmental wackos and recognition that we don't need to spend untold billions (or trillions) of dollars on research and development of alternative fuels that are of dubious value. The alternative fuel is here, is abundant and available. The infrastructure required is easily put in place, as all the components are already in use and readily available. 

The common-sense alternative is CNG, so why are we still importing billions of barrels of oil and not taking advantage of it?
